An interactive user interface displays “Appropriate
Legal Notices” to the extent that it includes a convenient and pro-
minently visible feature that (1) displays an appropriate copyright
notice, and (2) tells the user that there is no warranty for the work
(except to the extent that warranties are provided), that licensees
may convey the work under this License, and how to view a copy of
this License.

You can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about
whether this license or the ordinary General Public License is the
better strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanati-
ons below. When we speak of free software, we are referring to free-
dom of use, not price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to
make sure that you have the freedom to distribute copies of free
software (and charge for this service if you wish); that you receive
source code or can get it if you want it; that you can change the soft-
ware and use pieces of it in new free programs; and that you are in-
formed that you can do these things. To protect your rights, we need
to make restrictions that forbid distributors to deny you these rights
or to ask you to surrender these rights. These restrictions translate
to certain responsibilities for you if you distribute copies of the library
or if you modify it. For example, if you distribute copies of the library,
whether gratis or for a fee, you must give the recipients all the rights
that we gave you. You must make sure that they, too, receive or can
get the source code.

others. Finally, software patents pose a constant threat to the exis-
tence of any free program.
